2.6.4 Bidders may be required to furnish evidence in writing that they maintain a permanent place of business 

within Hillsborough County, Florida. The HCSO reserves the right to inspect the Bidder's place of business 

and equipment prior to award of any contract, for determining the ability to meet terms and conditions as set 

forth herein. 

2.6.5 Bidders shall have engaged in business within Hillsborough County area for a period of no less than the past 

five (5) years and shall provide references upon request. 

2.6.6 Bidders must have adequate equipment, finances, and personnel to furnish the item or service offered 

satisfactorily and expeditiously. 

2.6.7 Bidders shall employ only qualified operators and workers who are skilled in the performance of the Work. 

All employees of the Bidder which will work in a HCSO Facility or on a Hillsborough County property may 

be required to have a background check by the HCSO prior to beginning Work. All employees must comply 

with HCSO's policies and procedures which include the prohibition against the use of any tobacco_products 

on any HCSO property. 

2.6.8 The Bidder shall have proper tools, equipment, facilities, and any other requirement to successfully perform 

the Work. All equipment necessary to perform work under this contract which requires certification with the 

State of Florida shall be current.

Answer: Yes, vendors can provide pricing on alternative manufacturers.
